Immediaterisk? = Do not delay. Take action
Contact Emergency Services within 24 hours

If your concern is about a member or volunteer of the church
discuss it with your Responsible Person, Safeguarding Lead or
Pastor. A rapid preliminary evaluation and clarificationis
undertaken. (This is classified as an internal concern).

If your concern is about someone external to the church conference,
seek advice from your DSL or other responsible person.
All concerns must be recorded.
